e All skaters MUST be at least 4 years old by the start of the class — no exceptions will be made.
e There are no make-up days.
e Participants receive an open-skating punch card for 4 free sessions, valid for one month after the
registered session’s end date.
e Rental skates — available for $S5/lesson.
e Advancement is possible in basic skills skating.
e Parents are not allowed on the ice during class time.
e Professional instructors may be available for private lessons. Contact Kirsten: 763-509-5264.

Safety Corner

e Beginning levels are required to wear helmets.

e Skaters will benefit more from a lesson while wearing proper skates. We prefer boots be of leather
rather than vinyl, and they should have strong ankle support. Blades should be of high tempered steel
and properly sharpened. Double runners are not allowed.

e Itisimportant that all skaters are warm and comfortable while skating. We suggest dressing in layers
and request all skaters to wear mittens or gloves.

¢ No shoes allowed on the ice.

Cancellation Policy
e Students wishing to withdraw must notify the Plymouth Ice Center office at 763-509-5250.
e Withdrawal/Refund requests must be made one full week prior to first class.
e Thereis a $5 handling fee on all refunds.
e Exceptions may be made in the event of an injury or serious illness. A medical note may be required.

Contract Ice
This is a good opportunity for skaters to practice or to take private lessons. If space is available, walk-ins will
be $16/hour or $8/half hour.

Note: Coaches who are Skate School instructors will not be charged to teach on contract ice. All others pay for
ice time.
