Travel on the right side of the trail. If traveling in
groups, allow space for other trail users to pass
by safely.

Keep pets leashed/restrained at all times.

When passing, pass on the left. Please
announce loudly, “on your left” proceed with
caution and slowed speed.

When stopping, move to the right and step off
the trail.

Be aware that trail surfaces may be slippery if
wet or covered in leaves, snow or ice.

Stop at road crossings and look for cars before
proceeding.
