ADULT BEGINNER SWIMMING (AGES: 15+)

Focus on basic swimming skills and comfort in the water.
Develop fundamental swim skills, basic stroke development
and safety.

WOMEN'S ADULT BEGINNER SWIMMING (AGES: 16+)
Focus on basic swimming skills and comfort in the water.
Develop fundamental swim skills, basic stroke development and
safety.Taught by female instructors.

INFANT/TODDLER SWIMMING (AGES: 6 MOS-2)

A parent/child class that builds basic swimming skills and water
safety knowledge. One adult per child required in water. Using
games and activities, the class will focus on water adjustment
and basic comfort in front & back positions. One adult required
to be in the water.
