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Trip Registration  
 
Pre-registration is required for all trips.   
Registration will open Wednesday, November 29, 2023, at 6:00 
a.m. online and 10:00 a.m. over the phone.  

· Lift ticket and transportation is $99 per participant. 
· Registration must be received at the Parks & Recreation office by 

4:30 pm on the Tuesday prior to that Friday’s trip.   
· A receipt will be emailed as confirmation. 
· If a trip is full, you will be notified and placed on a waitlist.  
· Registered participants MUST ride the bus to & from the ski area. 
 
Equipment Rental 
 
Ski and Snowboard equipment rentals are available for 
participants. An additional fee of $28 will need to be purchased 
during registration. 
 
Helmets are strongly recommended and available to rent at the ski 
areas. If you are bringing your own equipment and wish to rent a 
helmet the fees are paid during the registration process as an 
additional $10.

Staff/Ski patrol will contact 
parent/emergency contact. Parent is responsible for student once 
transported by emergency management. If the injury is not severe, 
a parent/guardian may pick up the child at the ski area prior to bus 
departure, or the student may be transported on the bus.

Enjoy the slopes or stay 
warm in the chalet. Chaperones receive free lift ticket and rental.

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Bus Departure 
 
Students meet at the school storage area following school dismissal 
to grab equipment. Bus will load and unload at the Athletic 
Entrance. The busses will load and depart as soon as the school 
route buses leave. 
Bus Return 
 
Students must ride the bus home. The bus will return at the 
designated pick-up locations. A late pick-up fee of $10 will be 
assessed, plus an additional $5 for every 15 minutes you are late for 
pick-up. Program registration will be denied after the 2nd late pick-
up. The late fee must be paid before participation in the next trip.   
The building will be locked when we return, so transportation 
must be pre-arranged.  For their own safety, teens are not allowed 
to walk home after trips. 
  

At the Ski Area 
 
· Upon arrival, announcements will be made by trip advisors 

and staff - ask questions if you did not hear the 
announcements.

· If you bring your own snowboard, leashes are mandatory 
at the ski areas to ride the lift. 

· If student is renting equipment, pick up rental form from 
chaperone and follow to rental pick up area.
